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CWEMF 2010 Career Achievement Award Presented to Dr. Richard Denton Formerly with the Contra Costa Water District
The California Water and Environmental Modeling Forum (CWEMF) presented the 2010 Career Achievement Award to Dr. Richard Denton formerly with the Contra Costa Water District.  The CWEMF Career Achievement Award is given to individuals for significant and sustained contributions during their career in developing, using or promoting computer modeling to analyze California’s water-related problems.  Specifically, nominations should recognize significant and sustained contribution(s) in:

· Increasing the usefulness of models in water management analyses in California;

· Promoting sound quantitative analyses in water management decisions; and/or

· Raising public awareness and improving public acceptance of the role of modeling.

The 2010 Career Achievement Award was presented to Dr. Denton at CWEMF’s Annual Meeting held February 22 through February 24, 2010 in Asilomar, California.  Previous CWEMF Career Achievement Award winners were Lyle Hoag in 2004, Maury Roos in 2005, George Barnes in 2006, Daryl Davis in 2007, Lloyd Peterson in 2008 and Ray Hoagland in 2009.
For more than 28 years, Dr. Denton has devoted his career to significant and sustained contributions in developing, using and promoting models to analyze California’s water-related problems.  He received his Ph.D. in Civil Engineering from the University of Canterbury, New Zealand in 1978.  He became an Assistant Professor of Civil Engineering at U.C. Berkeley in 1982 and joined the Contra Costa Water District as a Senior Engineer in 1989.  In 1996, he became the District’s Water Resources Manager and served in that capacity until his retirement in 2006.  Dr. Denton’s modeling and management contributions have provided California water managers and decision makers with key physical and biological information for various Delta-related studies including the Los Vaqueros Reservoir Project, the Bay-Delta Hearings and the CALFED Bay-Delta Program.
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
